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According to Air Force Instruction 10-2701, paragraph 3.11, Air Force Installation commanders are encouraged to provide short-term and long-term support to CAP and, more specifically, “at their discretion and expense, Air Force Installation commanders may permit CAP to use Installation services and facilities.” 

It is critical that the Civil Air Patrol project officer coordinates for the use of Air Force Installation services and facilities with the installation point of contact designated by the Installation commander in accordance with AFI 10-2701, paragraph 3.2.3.  This coordination is the responsibility of the Civil Air Patrol project officer and must be done in a timely and professional manner.

Each of the following Civil Air Patrol members is authorized use of facilities/services at March ARB, Moreno Valley, California, during the period of 20-JUN-2014 through 22-JUN-2014 for the purpose of coordinating and conducting the basic cadet school.  Military quarters and surface transportation are authorized in accordance with AFI 10-2701, paragraph 3.11.3 and 3.11.4, on a space available basis in accordance with host installation procedures.  Members are authorized medical care in accordance with AFI 10-2701, paragraph 3.17, and AFI 41-210. Use of military messing/officers club facilities has not been approved.  Use of exchange will be limited to essential items as outlined in CAPR 147-1 and AFI 34-203 and as otherwise further limited by the Installation commander.  Host installation mission requirements may result in short notice changes precluding the use of the above facilities and services; therefore personnel should possess sufficient funds to defray the cost of commercial off-base lodging and meals, should this occur.  This activity is an approved CAP program in compliance with AFI 10-2701.
