This year’'s Color Guard
Competition has been
streamlined to two events to
reduce scheduling conflicts and
give participants more time for
the many other activities
available at this year’s Scout Expo. Each team
will rotate through two activity sites: Uniform
Inspection and Flag Raising/L owering, to include
a proper Half Staff demonstration. The Judges
will be Military Recruiters from the various local
Recruiting Offices. Civil Air Patrol Cadet will be
assigned to each competing unit as an escort. The
initial meeting place will be at the flagpolein front
of the Park Palice office near the East edge of the
park, about a block inside the park from Sunset
Blvd. The potential five competing teams, three
Cub Scout and two Scout Troops will all meet at
8:00 AM, at the Park Police Office flag pole.

After abrief introduction, each team will be
escorted to their initial Uniform Inspection site,
on the boardwalk between the south side of the
Park  Administration  building and the
Maintenance building.

When each team completes that activity, the
escort will guide the team, one at a time, to the
flag pole in front of the Administration building.
Each team will be judged on the procedures for
raising and lowering the flag to full staff, and then
again at half staff. Theteamswill be judged in the
order that they show up for the competition. Each
team is responsible for providing their own flag;
however, they will not lose points if loaned a flag
by another team.

There will be a third scored item, Time
management, the ability to be on timeto start and
the orderly transition to the next event. Thisisan
important attribute for a successful Color Guard.
With everyone's cooperation, we should complete
the competition by the time Expo booths open.
The intent is to have a fun and a worthwhile
experiencefor the participants.
