Membership Application Process

With the upcoming Open House recruiting drive,
| wanted to let everyone know NCS's palicy on the
member ship application process. Visitors (guests)
to NCS are required to attend three consecutive
meetings. On the third night, they may submit
their application and checks. Their application is
reviewed and a membership board is scheduled.
Senior members must also be finger printed.

The first step in this process is to gather contact
information from the guests on their first visit.
They are given a name tag to wear and parents
are identified as such. A tour of our building is
conducted while the CAP and NCS programs are
introduced. Contact is maintained with the guests
throughout this four week period. Basic contact
information is gathered from the guests so that we
may contact them, preferably through email.
After the first visit, a Welcome Letter is emailed
from Col Jadwin. They are emailed our Cadet
Welcome Packet which containsthe application. A
Senior Member Welcome Packet is due out soon.
Then, they receive our newsletter. They also
receive emails regarding any information deemed
pertinent for them to receive. Each week,
thereafter, they receive our newdetter. As stated
above, the application and checks are reviewed on
the third visit and their membership board is
scheduled.

In addition to this membership application
process, prospective cadet guests are to wear the
squadron alternate uniform.  The alternate
uniform dressis: white button-down shirt tucked
in, dark pants, dark socks, and casual dress shoes.
(This alternate uniform is not required for the
Open House.)

| am the current recruiting officer. | interact with
the guests from the first visit until the
membership board is completed and their
application is signed by Col Jadwin and mailed
off. Everyone at NCS is encouraged to make our
guests feel welcome. If you see an unfamiliar face
with a name tag, please greet them. If you see an
unfamiliar face without a name tag, please
introduce them to me so the membership process
can begin.

Growing our Safety
Culture Part 2of 4

Last week we discussed the application of
“Semper Vigilans’ /“ Always Vigilant” to our goal
of creating a cultur e of safety within the squadron.
On this issue, we will expand this concept by
looking at theidea of Situational Awar eness.

Situational awareness is the idea that we need to
be prepared for whatever our environment throws
at us. This can be things within our control such
as our speed of travel or how many distractions
we allow ourselves while driving; to things beyond
our control such as weather, other vehicles, etc.
Being aware of our situation would allow us to
respond quickly, efficiently and most importantly,
safely to any of these changes. It is true that not
all accidents are preventable. However, the fallout
from any bad situation can be greatly reduced
when we are aware of our surroundings. A key
element here is not focusing on any one thing for
too long.

Let us look now at how we apply situational
awareness to dituations in and out for the
squadron. Following are some scenarios. Read
and discuss these with your family and friends
and try to answer the questions. Submit your
answer s this by coming Tuesday. The best answer
for each question will win a prize.

1. Whiledriving to work or school, you are
distracted by the conversation on the
radio, the incoming text on your phone
and the cute boy/girl walking on the
sidewalk. You don’t notice that two cars
ahead, someone stopped suddenly. Asyou
are getting closer to the car in front of
you, you break hard, but it'stoo late, you
hit the car in front of you. There are no
injuries, but both cars have quite a bit of
damage. Could situational awareness help

you avoid the accident? How? >>>

2. You and a friend are walking home from
the bus stop and decide to take a short cut
through the neighborhood. Your friend
wants to go into an empty house that has
a pool in the back and you agree. You
decide to take a swim and jump in the
water. As you're swimming, you notice
your friend is having a hard time. He's
holding his leg and saying it hurts. As
you're helping him get out of the poal, he
dlips and hits his head getting a cut. Your
friend will need a few stitches, but other
than that, you are both ok. How would
situational awareness help in a situation
likethis?

By identifying the hazards, we can start our
activities one step ahead. Situational awareness
allowsusto maintain that advantage and complete
our actions safely. Once we have identified both
initial and situational hazards, we need to
communicate them to everyone in our unit. Next
week, we will discuss how to do thisin a way that
generates the appropriate response. Start
applying these concepts this holiday weekend and
enjoy a great Monday off.
